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     Are you not impressed with the simplicity of this explanation?  To the scientists and physicists this may be a suitable explanation of how we got to where we are today.  However, there is a basic flaw in this theory.  (By the way, this is only a theory--it cannot be proved ).  The flaw is found in a very basic, undisputable fact, and this is that something cannot come from nothing.  If the universe started with a small "singularity,"  what ever that is, where did that "singularity" come from?  If the universe exists because of a 10 billion degree temperature that acted on a sea of neutrons, protons, electrons, where did they come from?  Remember, something cannot come from nothing.  If these elements existed before the tremendous temperature acted on them, where did they come from?  This is a major flaw in this theory.  


     One of the basic reasons the Creation account is rejected is because it requires faith.  Well, think about the measure of faith required to believe the Big Bang theory of the beginning of things.  A great amount of faith is necessary to accept the Big Bang theory.  It is much easier to believe the biblical account of how the universe began.   Since something cannot come from nothing, something is (the universe exists), therefore something always was.  


     The explanation given by the Bible of the origin of things is very simple and much easier to believe than all of the "theories" man has come up with.   "In the beginning God...."  (Genesis 1:1). God always has been.  God, who has always existed "created" the heavens and the earth."  Here we have matter plus force acting on the matter resulting in the universe and all of the life forms that inhabit the earth.   There is nothing complicated about this and there is nothing in this explanation that contradicts any scientific fact.   It may be in conflict with man's theories, but there is complete harmony in the biblical account of Creation and true science.  The Big Bang theory can offer no explanation for the moral compass that humans have.  Nothing in science explains how mankind has a built-in sense of right and wrong.  The only plausible explanation is given in the Bible.  "God created man in His own image, in the image of God He created him; male and female He created them"  (Genesis 1:27).  


     The very theory suggested by man to deny the existence of a Creator, requires a Creator.  Someone had to create the "singularity" and all of the elements said to be a part of the Big Bang.  My faith is in God, the Creator who spoke the worlds and mankind into existence.





     DOES THE "BIG BANG" THEORY NEED A CREATOR?


       The "Big Bang" theory is the leading explanation of how the Universe began.  Simply put, it says the universe as we know it started with a small singularity, then inflated over the next 13.8 billion years into the cosmos that we know today.  Physicists say that if we could look at the universe one second after the big bang we would see is a 10 billion degree sea of neutrons, protons, electrons, anti-electrons, photons and neutrinos.  As time went on we would see the universe cool , the neutrons either decaying into protons and electrons or combining with protons to make deuterium (an isotope of hydrogen). As it continued to cool, it would eventually reach the temperature where electrons combined with nuclei to form neutral atoms.
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
