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1.  Church is good for you.   You eat healthy because it is good for you.  Church is good for you because it enables you to eat healthy spiritual food.  By attending church you are forging relationships with other people that are there.  That is good for you.


2.  You feel God's presence in the worship experience.  God is present where His praises are sung and prayers are offered up to Him.  Actively participating in worship always makes your week better.


3.  You will receive revelation.   God has revealed Himself to us through His word.  God has a revelation for you that He may reveal in the sermon, or Bible study or just in signing His praise.  But you will never receive it if you never go.


4.  You will get connected.    Church is more than two or three songs.  It is more than communion.  It is more than a nice message.  It is a point of connection--a connection with God and a connection with others.  You can commit yourself to sharing, loving growing and connecting in church.


5.  Church is an opportunity to look outside yourself and serve.  Church is not about YOU.  You don't go to get your "bless me" fix.  You go to serve others.  In church we refresh each other and walk out the door refreshed.  The ultimate refreshing is refreshing others with a smile, kindness and servanthood.


7.  Church is a moral compass.   Kids once had manners.  Kids once had respect.  Kids used to stand up for an elderly person on a bus instead of looking at their cell phone.  Society is missing a moral compass.  When you go to church you and your family hear truths and become people who live by truth.


8.  Studies say church might help you live longer.  New York Times reported, "One of the most striking scientific discoveries about religion in recent years is that going to church weekly is good for you."  Church attendance may boost immunity, decrease blood pressure and may even add years to your life.


9.  Church keeps priorities in order.   When you put first things first, everything else falls into place.  When you make it your priority to honor God and place church at the center of your life, God will order your week.   God is not peripheral, but central.


10.  Church puts you in an atmosphere of faith.    Nowhere in the world can generate an atmosphere of faith except church.  The world is full of doubt, unbelief, and fear.  Faith and hope reside nowhere else but in the hearts of the children of God.  Gather hearts of faith together in church and watch what happens.
