     I have heard this statement many times over the last few weeks:  "There has never been a pandemic like this one before."  This is not completely true.  Maybe in our generation we have never witnessed such an epidemic,  but there have been others.


     In 1918, the "Spanish Flu" killed millions, churches cancelled services and businesses were closed.   This influenza would kill almost 700,000 in the United States, and 50 million globally.  It was the worst pandemic known to man at that time.


     People who lived in 1918 had to face some of the very same issues we face today in the middle of the Covid-19 virus.  Theaters, schools, businesses and churches closed their doors for weeks.


     Christians made some of the same arguments we are hearing now.  "The government has no right to tell us we cannot assemble for worship."  Some preachers argued, "We must obey God rather than man."   They saw this as government interference and resented orders to shut the doors.   Others accepted the quarantines and restrictions without complaint because they realized they could obey both God and government.  Back then, just as today, the government has not said we cannot worship.  The government officials put some temporary  limitations on where we can worship and the size of our assemblies.


     One minister wrote to his congregation (they didn't have Email back then) "It behooves us to cheerfully submit to this order and to exert all our energies in an earnest and sympathetic effort to cooperate with the benevolent purpose of our government to check the deplorable disease."


     I think we can learn from the past.  One of the points made by those in the past was that we need to respect others and not do anything that would harm them.  By observing some of the restrictions in place we are demonstrating our love for our fellowman.   We should do nothing less.


     Let's deal with this pandemic cheerfully, seeking to lead quiet, holy and unblameable lives.
