EATING YOUR OWN BARF


    In 2 Peter 2:20-22 Peter describes in vivid detail the condition of a believer who turns away from God.  He says, "It has happened to them according to the true proverb: 'A dog returns to his own vomit.'"   


     This is probably disgusting and unappetizing to most humans, but to man's best friend, a dog, this may be appealing. Rover.com says that a dog's sense of smell is more powerful than humans and is able to recognize food particles in barf and sees it as something good to eat.


     In the barf of sin many see particles of good, of fun, of pleasure and maybe even pride and we are attracted by these particles.   Remember Satan showed Eve a beautiful fruit that appealed to her appetites but was sinful to partake.


     Vomit doesn't taste bad to a dog.  Dogs do not have the sensitive taste buds that humans have.  When our sensitivities to the world become darkened and dulled, we partake of things that we would have found distasteful had our senses not been seared by the world. We are attracted to the particles of sin while thinking they somehow outweigh and justify the pile of revolting sin we must swallow to obtain them.


     Vomit has roots in natural behavior for dogs.  The website, Rover.com says that it is common for mama dogs to chew up a meal and regurgitate it for their pups. Sin can appear to be perfectly normal, something everyone is doing.  Sin can seem natural because of our sin-soaked environment and we have to look beyond our natural world to find Jesus.


    Vomit is a special opportunity for a dog.   Dogs view barf as a quick and easy way to eat again.  It is a "second" opportunity to enjoy a meal.  How many compromises do we make, how many sins do we find tempting, because they are quick and easy?  The devil will often present sin as a special, "once in a life-time" opportunity.  He says, "seize the moment."  God says, "Today is the day of salvation" (2 Cor 6:2).  


     Almost every website that deals with dogs eating their own barf gives a warning that a dog that barfs and eats it may be a sign of pet illness.  The Holy Spirit warns us that if after we have escaped the pollutions of the world and return are entangled again in the world and our condition then is worse than the beginning.  In fact Peter suggests it would be better to not know the way of righteousness than to know it and turn away from it.  Let's not be deceived by the allurement of sin.  Let's not eat the vomit of the world, but digest only the pure wholesome word of God.
