     This current pandemic has created some difficulty in worshipping God.  Some state governors have mandated that churches cannot assemble for worship.  Other states have limited the number of attendees.  


     But the dangers facing Christians today is not new.  History is full of examples where Christians faced danger by assembling for worship.  Many 1st Century Christians lost their lives because they disobeyed orders forbidding assembling to worship.  Many endured hard persecution because they were Christians.  


     Once again Sunday worship has become a dangerous activity.  Not because of persecution, but because of a pandemic.  Many Christians have chosen to just not assemble.  Some have missed months of worshipping together with their brethren.   Others are assembling and taking precautions because they feel we are at risk.  


     If we are to remain loyal to Jesus we are going to have to work at it.  We may be asked to wear a mask, or attend smaller groups, or be involved in a “virtual service” and observe communion at home.  But here are some things we should never forget:


   Sunday has always been a sacred day to Christ-followers.  It has been called the “Lord’s Day because it was the appointed day of worship for early Christians.


     Worship has always been the most important part of Sunday for Christ-followers. The central part of Sunday to early Christians was their worship to God.


     Worship has always been worth the cost.  If it were possible to go back in time and ask the 1st Century Christians if meeting together to worship was worth the cost, most likely they would say “YES!”  Even though they paid by way of being persecuted they would still consider it to be worth the cost to worship God on Sunday.


     We can be faithful to God under any circumstances.  Is it sometimes difficult?  Yes!  Is it worth any sacrifices on our part to be faithful to God regardless of the cost? Yes!  These early Christians were faithful to God --- and we can be too!
